WHAT IS QUEST?

Quest is a gathering together of high school teens in Leader
Couples homes on Sunday evenings twice a month. Quest is
not structured classes, but it is an informal discussion group
of teens who are in the same grade and belong to the same
parish. There is no homework, no sermons. A typical
evening would last two hours and consist of discussing a
contemporary topic, allowing teens to give their views, all
with a Christian over-view. Social time is included.
